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Supplies:  

¶ 1.5ó 3-ring Binder  

¶ 3 divider tabs for numbers, letters, and shapes  

¶ 4 page protectors  

¶ Expo Dry-erase markers (variety of colors)  

¶ Outdoor thermometer  

Directions:  

Print pages 5 -95 on regular copy paper. Place pages 5 -12 in page protectors back to back so that 

these pages can be used with expo dry -erase markers and re -used.  

Weekday Sheets: Each day have student fill out appropriate day sheet (pages 5 -11 depending on 

the current day) Have them color in todayõs number date in the circles provided, and write the 

number for today in the green box. On the bottom line, write in the number word. For example if 

todayõs date is January 1, todayõs number is 1, and todayõs number word is one. 

Weather and Time: Have students write in the current time in digital format, as well as write hands on 

the clock. Have students check the outdoor thermometer and fill in the temperature gauge as well 

as draw a weather appropriate outfit on the paper doll figure.  

I can write my name: Have students do the best job they can writing in their name one time each 

month for practice. At the end of the year, you can compare their handwriting progress!  

100 days chart: Have students color in one square each day they are in school. When they reach 

the star, have a 100 days party!  

Month Charts: Have students trace the current months name, then trace over todayõs number each 

day to fill in the calendar for each month.  

Weather Graph: Have students color in one box for the type of weather they are having each day 

in school. At the end of the month discuss which type of weather they had the most/least of.  

Number Pages:  Plan to memorize one number each week. Notice the lightly colored dots on each 

number, place a sticker on  each dot  on the number for that week then trace the number word. 

You can also have them color the number shape, or glue the correct amount of objects to it as 

well.  

Letter Pages: Have students color in one letter page per week based on which letter they are work-

ing on that week. Review this letter daily for that week.  

Shape Pages: Have students color in one shape per week and trace the shape word. Review this 

shape daily for that week.
